Volunteer To Work The Camp Fontanelle Pumpkin Patch & Corn Maze


Would your group or your family like to make a difference by volunteering to help run the corn maze?  Last year over $45,000 was raised in support of the camp through the pumpkin patch and corn maze.  While a couple of paid staff help train and supervise your group, this production would not be possible without volunteer groups.  In 2012, the maze is open September 16th to November 4th on Saturdays and Sundays from 1 pm to 7 pm (also 7 pm to 10 pm on scaring nights of October 20, 26, and 27).  Groups sign up for one or more 3 hour shifts.  Responsibilities include selling tickets at the ticket booth, serving food and drink at the concession stand (everything is $1), supervising the jumping pillow, supervising the petting barn area (changing $ to quarters, supervising inflatable castle, visiting with people about animals and summer camps), and patrolling the maze to prevent destruction and help the lost.  A minimum of 4 adults are needed with 10 being an ideal volunteer group size. Kids are welcome to help.  Consider volunteering for a shift by inviting another family, your immediate family, a girl scout or boy scout group, your youth group, Bible study group, Sunday school group, UM Women, UM Men, or any group wishing to be of service.  On the scaring nights of October 20, 26, and 27 from 6:30 pm to 10 pm the camp is in need of about 30 adults to help scare in the maze each night.  Individuals or adult groups are invited to contact the camp to volunteer on these nights.  All help is graciously accepted as the camp tries to host guests with hospitality and service at a cost reasonable for families no matter how large.
