Camp Fontanelle:  Halloween Wilderness Race/Walk

Camp Fontanelle's 5 k run/1 mile walk is located on the 180 acres of scenic trails 2 miles south of Highway 91 at Fontanelle about 15 miles west of Blair.  The 2nd 3rd Annual Camp Fontanelle Halloween Wilderness 5k run/1mile walk is open to all ages of all abilities on Saturday October 27th .  Preregister by downloading and mailing a registration from www.campfontanelle.com or register online.  Check in will begin at 2:45 with the race/walk beginning at 4 pm followed by a 5 pm spaghetti meal and awards ceremony.  The meal is included with each registration and those not racing/walking can enjoy a meal for $5 per plate.  Awards will be given to the top 3 male and top 3 female 5k race finishers in the age categories of 14 and under, 15-19, 20-29, 30-39, 40-49, 50-59, and 60 and up.  All 1 mile walkers 14 and under will receive a medal.  Registration is $20 per person which will include the meal.  A t-shirt will also be given to all whose registrations are RECEIVED by October 16th though people may enter through the day of the race.  Costumes are encouraged.  Best costume will receive a free maze admission.

The walking course will be on groomed trails near the lodge.  The race course will explore the hills of Camp Fontanelle with a few “fork in the road” options to either stay on the groomed trails or with the option to take a “wilderness short cut” which will be a less traveled route that is truly cross country, cross streams, cross ravines, and cross logs.  There will be an overall men’s and women’s trophy awarded to the fastest times for the race.  Mason Brown won the men’s 2011 title in a time of 19:19 while Suzie Huhman won the women’s title in a time of 26:24 on a challenging course.

Following the race/walk and meal, all participants are invited to stay and enjoy Camp Fontanelle’s pumpkin patch and corn maze.  Jump on our new jumping pillow.  A movie will be shown by the petting barn at 6:45 pm.  The children friendly corn maze will be open until 7 pm.  The haunted maze will run from 7 pm to 10 pm.  The 9 acre maze takes approximately 45 min. - 1 hour to solve the long part and 10-20 minutes for the short part.  Make time to search 3 acres of free will donation pumpkins and gourds.  (Boxes are around the patch for donations, come any time)  Pass ports and scavenger hunts make the maze interactive.   A section of the maze is reserved for playing of laser tag only.  Games are $3 for a 10 minute game.  Our petting barn features alpacas, goats, sheep, rabbits, chickens, and peacocks.  Pony rides will be available for $2.  Pony rides and laser tag are typically 2 pm to 6 pm.   Scheduled hayrack rides will be posted.  A 10 ton sandbox, inflatable castle, tricycles for the little tykes, lawn games, and campfire rings for cooking s'mores are all included in the $6 adult admission and $4 children (ages 3-11) fee.  Almost everything in our concession stand is $1.  Cash or check only for all admission, concessions, and laser tag.
